I provided, I am of the opinion that the XGRA would authorize you 

do offer the  game as a class I1 game inside bingo halls on Indian 
lands. Expanded sales elsewhere on Indian lands, however, would 
constitute class I11 gaming under t h e  I G R A  and, therefore, would 
require a tribal-state compact,

procedural characteristics of one of the  enumerated class I1 
games. Clearly, l1CASHPOTU is not bingo, lotto, punch boards, or 
a game similar to bingo. A t  issue then is whether uCASHPOT'' 
shares the characteristics of pull-tabs, t i p  jars, or instant 
bingo. The IGRA d i d  not define these games nor has the National 
Indian ~ a m i n g  ~onunission through rulemaking. h review of state 
gambling laws that do define these games reveals t h a t  they are 
essentially the same games. In the  view of the Commission, the 
essential elements of pull-tabs, tip jars, and i n s t a n t  bingo are 
as follows. They are played w i t h  paper or plastic t i c k e t s  
containing hidden winning or losing combinations of symbols that 
are revealed to t h e  purchaser (player) when physically opened. 
Tickets are purchased in sets by the gaming operation; each set 
contains a predetermined mix of winners and losers; and t h e  total 
proceeds from sales and payouts to winners from each complete set 
is known to t h e  gaming operation. TicKetS  are sold to players at 
a predetermined price.

*CASHPOTn, an instant scratch-off game, meets all t h e  essential 
elements described above and, therefore, would qualify as a class 
II game when played a t  the same location as bingo ox lotto. When 
played at any other Location on Xndian lands,  however, this would 
be a c lass  111 game t h a t ,  under the IGRA and the Commissianls 
regulations, would require a compact between the tribe and the 
state.
