This Settlement A p e m e n t  (Agreement) is entmd into by and between the Pit 
River Tnk (Tribe or Tribes), a Federal ly-recognized Indian ti be, and t)le Chairman of 
the xatimd Indian Gaming Commission PTGC Chairman), relating to the matter 
cantained In the NlGC Chzmank s t i c e  of Violation Xo. NOV-09-25. 

1. Whereas, the Indian Gaming Regulatory Act Q G U )  anthorizes the hrGC 
Cheirman to issue civil 5nes for violations of ihc IGM, National hdrm Gaming 
Commission mTGC) re,dations, or tribal redations, ordinances, or resdutions 
zipproved by thc NlGC Chairman under 25 U.S.C. $5 2310,2712. 2.5 U.S.C. S: 
27G(a)(l). 

2. Whereas, under the rqplations of the MGC, 25 C.FR 5 573.3(a), the 3TGC 
Chairman may issue a Noticc of Violation VOV) M any person for violations of 
any provision of he TGRA, NIGC seal ations, or any provision of a tribal gaming 
ordinance or mFucion approved by the Chairman. 

3. Whereas, on April 2 3,2009, the NlGC Chairman issued NOV-09-25 for the 
Tribe's failure to submit timely q u d y  statements and fees for the quarters 
ending March 3 1, June 30, and Seprember 30 of calendar year 2008. 

4. Whereas, the NGC thirman md the Tribe desire to &eve an amicable 
resolution of Natice of "Violation No. NOV-09-25. 

5.  T%erefore. the Chairman and the Tribe have agreed to execute this A p e m m t  a~ld 
perfom in aecordanee with the fol!owing covenants and conditions: 

6 .  This Agreemmt is entered inm plrrmant to 25 C.F.R. 5 575.6(b) and shall be 
e f 5 d v e  upon dte date that it is signed by the last par~y to sign this Apwnent 
FYeCtive Date). 



7. The Tribe a-mes &ar 11 was required to submit timely qumw1y statements and 
fee payments to Ehe h7GC fo"orPit River Casino for the 4endar year 2008. 

8 The Tribe agrees that it submitted the qllarierly statements md fee pawens  fur 
Pit River Cvino for the quartets ending March 3 1. June 30, and September 30 of 
calendar year 2008 to the 3TGC in an untimely fashion. 

9. The Tribe agrees that he failure to submit quarterly statements and fee pqmmts 
far its gaming operation(s) in a timely fkshion violates NIGC regulations. 

10. The Tribe a , g e s  to pay a civil fine of fi&m tftmmd doIIars IS1 5,0001, made 
payable to the U.S. Treasurv and delivered to the NIGC. Seven thousand f ve 
hundred dollars (S7,SOfl) nf h e  fine shall h due within rfiirty (30) days after the 
Etrective Dzte of this A, nreement. 

! I .  The remaining swen thausand five hundred dollars ($7,500) will be suspended 
pending h e  hTGC's timely receipt of the q u m d y  statement and fee pqrnent due 
For he quarrer ending oa June 30,2009. If any one quarterly marement or fee 
~saymenx is not received in a timely manner, seven thousand five hmdrcd dollars 
(S7,500) wi!l become payable 30 days after the delinquent quarterly statcment or 
=ee payment was due. 

1 I By entming this A m c a t ,  rhe MGC C h a i m  agrees to waive his right to 
impose any additional civil fine or a closure order against the Tribe for the matters 
addressed in XOVd9-25, provided that if the Tribe fails to comply with this 
Agement, zhe NGC Chairman may issue a p r o p &  civiI fine to resolve the 
Tribe's violation andfor breach ofthis Agreement. 

13. The Tribe agrees upon execution of ?his Agreement m waive the right to furdm 
rmew of matters addressed in &is Agreement, including dl rights to appeal to 
the full Commission as setfofi in 25 C.F.R Part 57'7 andjudicial review 
pwsumt ?o 25 U.S.C. 8 2714, 

14. This Agreement constitutes the entire qredrnent m n  the NIGC Chairman 
md the Tribe relating to the enfurcement m a t  set forth at the beginning of this 
bgrement Any modlficztim or waiver of any t m  of this Agreement must be 
in writing wd signed by both parties. 

15. The Tribe a p e s  that this Agreement shall be deemed to be the subject of a final 
order af the MGC under 25 C.FA $575.4(eXl) and a find *encs action 
pursuant to 25 C.ER 4 577.9(d).
